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BC BREAKERS WIN 2010 WOMEN'’S
CWBL NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIPS

Saskatchewan Wheelchair Sports Association (SWSA) and Wheelchair Basketball
Canada hosted the National Championships in Saskatoon, SK

Saskatoon, SK - The British Colombia Breakers upset the Edmonton Inferno 50-43
in the finals of the 2010 Women’s Canadian Wheelchair Basketball League (CWBL)
National Championships Finals to win their first ever tournament title.

The Breakers join the Calgary Rollers as the only other teams to win the prestigious
title since 2003 following six consecutive gold medals by the Inferno.

Janet McLachlan (Vancouver, BC) was the game’s high scorer with 15 points, 17
rebounds. She helped secure the win for BC coming up clutch from the free-throw
line hitting 7-of-8 free throws in the final minutes of the game. She went 9/12 on the
afternoon and was named tournament MVP.

Fellow Sr. Women’s National Team Players Elisha Williams (Burnaby, BC) and
Jessica Vliegenthart (Victoria, BC) also had strong games. Williams finished one
rebound shy of a double-double with 13 points and 9 rebounds. Vliegenthart scored
6 points and was named to the tournament All Star Team.

Edmonton’s Karla Tritten led her team 14 points and 5 rebounds.
Earlier in the day Quebec defeated the Calgary Rollers 68-56 to claim third place.
